Erecting the Waterdoor barrier

Remove the Compression Blocks at the top of the rails and unscrew the Horizontal Pressure fixings, which are positioned down the length of the rails. 

This is to ensure they do not obstruct the panel deployment.

Insert the panels into the rails, ensuring that the rubber sealing bottom panel is inserted first!

Continue this process with intermediate panels until you arrive at the top panel.

The top panel has the cut-outs on the top face. Replace the Compression Blocks and fixings and finger tighten the Compression Blocks.

Then finger tighten the Horizontal Pressure fixings and then tighten the Compression Blocks further followed by increased pressure on the Horizontal Pressure fixings

If you feel that that the bottom seal has not been depressed sufficiently, pour a small amount of water along the length of the barrier to test the system. 

Should any seepage occur, this means that the Compression Blocks or Horizontal Pressure fixings may need further tightening. (If this fails to cure the problem then the floor surface may need to be re-assessed).

If this has been achieved the barrier is now ready to use.
